The potpourri stands on a spreading plain base, above which the circular plain body widens, terminating in a thickened
scalloped rim. The detachable domed chased lid is pierced with floral motifs, among others, and is topped with a flower
stalk with leaves. Struck with the maker’s mark on the underside of the body, also struck with the control mark of 1807

on the lower body and inside the lid. 142 grams; 9.4 cm high; diameter 10.2 cm.
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
